Rhetorical Analysis of Photograph and Juno Scene Reports
These two papers were written for a Composition 1 course at Bloomsburg University. These reports were written as personal response papers to two different artistic mediums. Obviously, the Photograph report was a personal response paper to a photograph, and the Juno Scene Report was a personal response paper to a specific scene from a movie. We were to write how that particular photograph or scene was significant to us. The reason I have grouped these two papers together is because they are essentially the same exact type of document. They may be analyzing two different things, but the basic outline, thought process, and language used are pretty much all the same in both of these documents. The two documents will be analyzed in the following areas: audience, language, design, technological expertise, and an overall critical response.
Audience – The audience is just basically the professor of the class because she is the only one who is going to read this document. Before we started to analyze the photograph and the movie scene, our professor never gave us a real understanding of what she wanted us to write. It was basically left to our interpretation, so, although I knew who my audience was, it was difficult to tell her what she needed to hear.

Language – The specific language used between these papers is more on a personal level for me personally. The picture was of great emotional value, and the scene from the movie was a very emotional scene. Probably the only thing to require a more specific language would be the Juno Scene Report. This is due to having to recount certain aspects of the movie scene. To state them incorrectly removes all credibility from the paper.
Design – The design for these documents is pretty basic. I first described what I was looking at, the photograph or the movie scene. This is important because not only does it help me to better visualize what I’m looking at, but it paints a better picture to the reader of what I’m seeing. Finally, I describe everything I can about the picture or scene, in the best way I can.
Technological Expertise – In terms of technology used in the creation of this document, I can honestly say there wasn’t much. Basically, the only real technology used was Microsoft Word, which in its own sense can require some expertise.
